Trail Information and Instructions

1. The Monterey Historical Trail is for anyone who is interested in learning more about the earlier development of Monterey, California. 

2. The Trail has been developed for the purpose of giving units or individual members of the Boy Scouts of America an enjoyable learning experience on local history. This does not preclude use of the trail by units or individuals of other organizations or interested persons. 

3. If you represent Boy Scouts of America as a member of Cub Scouting, Boy Scouting, or the Exploring program, you should wear the proper uniform and let the Scout Oath and Scout Law be your guide. 

4. The Trail must be hiked. 

5. Most of the listed locations are historic landmarks. 

6. Hikers should pay close attention to the hours of operation and the written regulations of all the locations they wish to enter. 

7. Packs and Troops should be sure to submit Tour Permits to the proper Council office. 

8. At least two adults must accompany any group. 

9. Follow safe hiking rules. 

10. Cross streets only at designated crosswalks as this is a heavily congested traffic area. 

11. Please do not litter the trail or deface property. 

12. Water and restrooms are available along the trail. Eating establishments are available at reasonable cost and there are rest areas where packed food and drink may be enjoyed. 

13. Each participant must fill in his or her own questionnaire. 

14. Leader's Information and Trail Guides, which include route directions and answers to all the questions are available to the adult leaders. 

15. Where admission fees are collected, you are not required to enter the facility, but they are very well recommended (refer to the leader's information for more details). 

16. Public parking is available near the US Army Museum on the Presidio of Monterey. 

17. We hope you enjoy the Historical Trail and it helps you become more aware of the history of the area. 

18. Monterey Historical Trail patches and medals are available upon request for a minimal fee.
