General Information and rules from the USS Hornet (PLEASE READ)

· Meeting time: May 26 @ 4:30 PM at the bottom of the stairs on the pier for briefing and safety drill. Since the check-in briefing and safety drill is important, no individuals will be allowed on board after 5 PM. If you're running late, call the Safety Desk at 510-521-8448 ext 226. 

· Loading time is 5:00 PM. We must carry all of our own gear on board so make sure it's easy to handle (duffel bags, backpacks, etc.)

· Dress: Cub Scouts must wear their uniform top, neckerchief and cap to proudly represent our Pack. Bring along a jacket or sweatshirt since it gets chilly at night.

· Equipment to bring: Each person must bring a pillow, sleeping bag, extra blanket (it was cold at night), toiletries, towel, and flashlight.  The berthing compartments are equipped with canvas covered racks with foam mattresses.

· Please do not bring electronic games, radios, CD players, knives, lighters, cassette players or food items.

· Sleeping Areas: Each group is assigned beds in berthing compartments. There is a separate sleeping area for women.  We will probably be sharing the berthing compartment with another group so please respect the other groups.  Please remove shoes before getting in racks as it ruins the mattress and covers.

· Lockers: A limited number of lockers are available to share in the berthing compartment.  We can lock up valuables while we sleep and I'll bring a couple of locks for the trips.

· Night Watch: Each group will establish a night watch consisting of four 2-hour shifts manned by two adults between the hours of 11 PM and 7 AM. The night watch lounge has a space heater.  I will need 8 adult volunteers and first volunteers will get choice of the time slots. I heard that last year we lucked out and the Boy Scouts that we shared the berthing compartment wanted to take the night watch.  If I don't get volunteers, we'll pick some names. 

· Emergencies: USS HORNET has a simple first aid station on the Hangar Deck of the ship. 

Besides earning the Hornet patch, this is a great opportunity to pass requirements for learning about history, planning a trip, participating in a safety drill, etc. Please refer to your Cub Scout handbook to see what you can do.
